Other Information:

e This event will loosely follow ADS rules at the discretion of the organizers.
e Tandems do not require navigators, however tandem entries most
provide their own ‘spotters’ to follow them around the course in lieu
of a navigator. Spotters must be designated and sign each
competitor’s entry.
e If time permits, judge will give each competitor a short critique of his/her dressage.
e Jr. Drivers under 14 must be accompanied at all times by an adult.
