Class 9 will be judged on how well the hitch portrays days of long ago. This is primarily a costume class with 70% on attire and sleigh and
30% on the horse(s) way of going.

Classes 10, 11 and 12 will be judged mainly on the ability of the driver. Entries will be shown at the walk, slow trot, collected trot and
working trot.

Class 13 will be timed obstacle course thru a series of cones. No cantering is allowed.
